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L ast week we spoke of the three gifts 

(munera) or ministries of the priesthood 

in general and how the bishop and priest spe-

cifically exercise the first of that threefold 

expression of their priesthood, the Magiste-

rium (teaching authority). Today we will look 

at the second and third gifts, sanctifying and 

governing. 

The source of all sanctification in the 

Church is the Cross of Christ. Priests and 

bishops exercise their sanctifying office most 

fully when they offer the Holy Sacrifice of 

the Mass and make present the Mystery of the 

Cross to the Church militant. The Mass is the 

ñsource and summitò of the life of the Church 

because it makes present to us the source of 

all sacramental grace, the Sacrifice of Cal-

vary. The priest and bishop presiding over 

this Mystery and all the sacraments that flow 

from it become the instrumental means by 

which the Church is sanctified. Additionally, 

in the recitation of the Divine Office (The 

Liturgy of the Hours) and their prayers, 

priests and bishops pray for the sanctification 

of the people of God under their jurisdiction 

and the Church as a whole. Finally, those in 

orders are meant to sanctify the Church by the 

life of virtue and especially the virtue of 

Charity lived out as an example for the world. 

Those who govern in the Church do so by 

exercising their authority ñin persona Christi 

capitis.ò 

ñThe bishops, as vicars and legates of 

Christ, govern the particular Churches as-

signed to them by their counsels, exhorta-

tions, and example, but over and above that 

also by the authority and sacred powerò 

which indeed they ought to exercise so as to 

edify, in the spirit of service which is that of 

their Master (Catechism of the Catholic 

Church, No. 894). 

Bishops exercise this authority under the 

supreme authority in the Church, the pope. 

But the bishops should not be thought of as 

vicars of the pope. His ordinary and immedi-

ate authority over the whole Church does not 

annul, but on the contrary confirms and de-

fends that of the bishops (CCC, No. 895). 

Priests likewise exercise their authority un-

der the bishop who assigns them to partici-

pate, in a limited way, in the exercise of his 

jurisdiction over a diocese or archdiocese. 

The Good Shepherd ought to be the model 

and ñformò of the bishopôs pastoral office. 

Conscious of his own weaknesses, ñthe 

bishop é can have compassion for those 

who are ignorant and erring. He should not 

refuse to listen to his subjects whose welfare 

he promotes as of his very own children. é 

The faithful é should be closely attached to 

the bishop as the Church is to Jesus Christ, 

and as Jesus Christ is to the Fatherò: 

ñLet all follow the bishop, as Jesus 

Christ follows his Father, and the college 

of presbyters as the apostles; respect the 

deacons as you do God's law. Let no one 

do anything concerning the Church in 

separation from the bishopò (St Ignatius 

of Antioch)

óThou shalt not killô applies to both the innocent and the guilty 

Here is an excerpt from Pope Francisô video-message delivered June 21  for the World Con-

gress Against the Death Penalty in Oslo, Norway.  

O ne sign of hope is that public opinion is 

manifesting a growing opposition to 

the death penalty, even as a means of legiti-

mate social defense. Indeed, nowadays the 

death penalty is unacceptable, however grave 

the crime of the convicted person. It is an 

offense to the inviolability of life and to the 

dignity of the human person; it likewise con-

tradicts Godôs plan for individuals and soci-

ety, and His merciful justice. Nor is it conso-

nant with any just purpose of punishment. It 

does not render justice to victims, but instead 

fosters vengeance. The commandment ñThou 

shalt not killò has absolute value and applies 

both to the innocent and to the guilty. 

The Extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy is an 

auspicious occasion for promoting worldwide 

ever-more evolved forms of respect for the 

life and dignity of each person. It must not be 

forgotten that the inviolable and God-given 

right to life also belongs to the criminal. 

Today I would encourage all to work not 

only for the abolition of the death penalty, but 

also for the improvement of prison condi-

tions, so that they fully respect the human 

dignity of those incarcerated. ñRendering jus-

ticeò does not mean seeking punishment for 

its own sake, but ensuring that the basic pur-

pose of all punishment is the rehabilitation of 

the offender. The question must be dealt with 

within the larger framework of a system of 

penal justice open to the possibility of the 

guilty partyôs reinsertion in society. There is 

no fitting punishment without hope! Punish-

ment for its own sake, without room for hope, 

is a form of torture, not of punishment.
