What is under the chalice veil?

At the beginning and end of every Mass at Holy Rosary, the
chalice is covered with a liturgically colored veil. This prac-
tice dates back to antiquity. Beneath that veil, however, one
will find more than just the chalice. From bottom to top, here
is a brief explanation of those items:

Chalice: It is generally eight to 11 inches
high, with a wide base for stability, a stem
with a knob to facilitate handling, and a cup.
It is made of precious metal, and the interior
of the cup, which comes in direct contact with
Precious Blood of Christ during Mass, should
be plated with gold.

Purificator : This is a folded piece of linen,
which is marked with a cross in the center and
is draped directly over the chalice. It is used
to purify the pri
and paten after Holy Communion.

Pall: This square piece of linen, generally
stiffened with cardboard, covers the Host,
paten, purificator and chalice. A relatively re-
cent development, its use dates back only to
about A.D. 1200.

Chalice veit This is made of the same mate-

enshrouds the entire chalice ensemble.

Burse: This is a flat pouch, the same color as
the veil and vestments, and is placed on top of the veiled chal-
ice. It contains a corporal, a square linen cloth that is spread

: upon the altar during Mass to re-
ceive the Host and chalice. Sym-
bolically, the corporal represents
the winding sheet in which the
Body of the crucified Christ was
wrapped for burial. Prior to the
1ntroduct10n of the all, the rear of
e corporala was Tolded over to
cover the chalice. Traditionally,
the corporal is folded in such a way that, when closed up
again at the end of Mass, any remaining particles of the con-
secrated Host will stay within the folds and not be scattered.
The burse holds the corporal so that it will not unfold.
