C hristmas is almost here. Today is the Third Sun-

day of Advent; in just two weeks we will be 

celebrating the great feast of the Nativity of Our 

Lord. All of us are busy getting things ready for that 

joyful day: planning the meals and the parties, buy-

ing and wrapping the last of our gifts.   

The Church is preparing as well. She will soon be-

gin praying the famous ñOò antiphons (from which 

we get the song O Come, O Come, Emmanuel). 

These are prayers recited during evening prayers by 

all priests and religious in anticipation of the coming 

of Christ. We pray to the coming Christ child using 

the titles given to Him in the Old Testament. Let us 

all remember as we prepare for Christmas not to take 

our eyes off of the One who we are really preparing 

for.   

In most of the Church, these prayers are sung or 

recited during Vespers (Evening Prayer) from Dec. 

17 through Dec. 23. However, members of the Angli-

can Use ordinariate, drawing from their Sarum Use 

heritage, add an additional prayer and an additional 

day to the ñOò antiphons. They begin these prayers at 

Evensong on Dec.16. 

As the home to the St. Joseph of Arimathea Angli-

can Use Society, Holy Rosary will observe the eight 

days of the ñOò antiphons at daily Evensong Dec. 16-

23. You can find the times listed on Page 2 of this 

weekôs and next weekôs bulletin.  

Here are the English translations of the ñOò anti-

phons, along with their Latin titles and the dates they 

are recited in the Anglican Use and Roman Rite. 

Dec. 16 (Anglican Use) ð Dec. 17 (Roman)  

O Sapientia  

O Wisdom, coming forth from the mouth of the 

Most High, 

reaching from one end to the other mightily, 

and sweetly ordering all things: 

Come and teach us the way of prudence. 

Dec. 17 (Anglican Use) ð Dec. 18 (Roman)  

O Adonai  

O Lord, and leader of the House of Israel, 

who appeared to Moses in the fire of the burning 

bush 

and gave him the law on Sinai: 

Come and redeem us with an outstretched arm. 

Dec. 18 (Anglican Use) ð Dec. 19 (Roman)  

O Radix Jesse  

O Root of Jesse, standing as a sign among the peo-

ples; 

before you kings will shut their mouths, 

to you the nations will make their prayer: 

Come and deliver us, and delay no longer. 

Dec. 19 (Anglican Use) ð Dec. 20 (Roman)  

O Clavis David  

O Key of David and sceptre of the House of Israel; 

you open and no one can shut; 

you shut and no one can open: 

Come and lead the prisoners from the prison house, 

those who dwell in darkness and the shadow of 

death. 

Dec. 20 (Anglican Use) ð Dec. 21 (Roman)  

O Oriens  

O Morning Star, splendor of light eternal and sun 

of righteousness: 

Come and enlighten those who dwell in darkness 

and the shadow of death. 

Dec. 21 (Anglican Use) ð Dec. 22 (Roman)  

O Rex Gentium  

O King of the nations, and their desire, 

the cornerstone making both one: 

Come and save the human race, 

which you fashioned from clay. 

Dec. 22 (Anglican Use) ð Dec. 23 (Roman)  

O Emmanuel  

O Emmanuel, our king and our lawgiver, 

the hope of the nations and their Savior: 

Come and save us, O Lord our God. 

Dec. 23 (Anglican Use)  

O Virgo Virginum  

O Virgin of virgins, how shall this be? 

for neither before thee was any like thee, nor shall 

there be after. 

Daughters of Jerusalem, why marvel ye at me?

If we can keep our words few and 

carefully chosen, we will avoid much confusion and 

delay. Same thing goes for our activities. 

This past Fridayôs Gospel for the Feast of St. Juan 

Diego Cuauhtlatoatzin (extra credit if you can pro-

nounce his fascinating last name!) closes with these 

words from our Savior: ñWisdom is justified by her 

deedsò (Mt 11:19). What an incredible statement! Iôve 

always found this phrase iconic; it can be contem-

plated and meditated upon, yet it always has more to 

offer. These words of our Lord can be applied to 

every riddle and conundrum we can imagine, and 

they will always provide comfort to us during any 

tragedy. 

Our Blessed Lord is assuring us that His ways are 

higher than our ways. ñTrust in the LORD with all 

your heart, and do not rely on your own insight. In all 

your ways acknowledge him, and he will make 

straight your paths. Be not wise in your own eyes; 

fear the LORD, and turn away from evilò (Pr. 3:5-7). 

John Wayne also once said, ñIf everything isnôt 

black and white, I say, óWhy not?ô ò  

We are best off when we keep things simple: let our
