W e have almost reached the end of the Easter 

Season, which extends more or less until the 

end of Pentecost. As we reach the end of this season, 

it is good to reflect on the true meaning of the Easter 

Resurrection. One of the overlooked truths of the 

Faith is belief in the resurrection of the dead. We 

Christians believe not only that Christ died and rose 

from the dead, but that we, too, will die and rise bod-

ily from the dead.  

Our ultimate fate is not going to heaven but, rather, 

being resurrected bodily at the Second Coming when 

our Blessed Lord judges ñthe living and the dead.ò 

Heaven is not our true home, it is merely a waiting 

room until the final fulfillment of Christôs promises. 

ñFaith in the resurrection rests on faith in God who 

óis not God of the dead, but of the livingô ò (Catechism 

of the Catholic Church, No. 993). 

For those of us who identify as Christians by adher-

ence to Jesus Christ and incorporation into His mys-

tical Body by baptism, we are witnesses to His resur-

rection as experienced in the scriptures and even 

more concretely in the Sacraments:   

To be a witness to Christ is to be a ñwitness 

to His Resurrection,ò to ñ[have eaten and 

drunk] with Him after He rose from the dead.ò 

Encounters with the risen Christ characterize 

the Christian hope of resurrection. We shall 

rise like Christ, with Him, and through Him 

(CCC, No. 995). 

In fact, it is the Eucharist, where we eat and drink 

of that gift of self given to us by the Lord in the Most 

Blessed Sacrament, that we experience a foretaste of 

the bodily resurrection. And just as we as Christians 

have always believed in the True Presence of the 

Lord in the Mass and Eucharist without being able to 

explain how that change known as transubstantiation 

takes place, so we believe in the resurrection of the 

body without knowing how it physically takes place 

but with faith and hope and love assuring us of the 

promises made to us by the Lord. 

At Pentecost particularly, we should be reminded of 

the great dignity given to our bodies by the Lord. 

They are in fact temples holding the presence of the 

Divine. Through baptism and confirmation our bod-

ies are raised up in dignity. 

In expectation of that day, the believerôs body 

and soul already participate in the dignity of 

belonging to Christ. This dignity entails the 

demand that he should treat with respect his 

own body, but also the body of every other per-

son, especially the suffering: 

The body [is meant] for the Lord, and the 

Lord for the body. And God raised the 

Lord and will also raise us up by His 

power. Do you not know that your bodies 

are members of Christ? é You are not 

your own; é So glorify God in your body 

(CCC, No. 1004). 

But to rise with Christ we must die é (to be contin-

ued in two weeks).

ñI will bless the Lord at all times: His praise 

shall continually be in my mouth.ò 

W e often think that only God does the blessing. 

While this may be true theologically, we are 

nevertheless constrained by His love to return that 

blessing to Him: we are able to bless Him because 

He blessed us first. In the Old Testament, there 

seems to be a law of blessing God. We can think of 

this law as one of thanksgiving (or of gratitude) for 

Godôs many blessings. But much more than thanks-

giving, this practice of blessing God unites our act of 

thanksgiving with the act of worshiping. 

Thanksgiving + Worship = Blessing God 

There was a Hebrew tradition we see expressed 

throughout the Old Testament of God being blessed 

by His people. Not only do we see this throughout 

the OT Scriptures, we especially find these examples 

in the Psalms: 

Psalm 16: I will bless the Lord, who hath 

given me counsel. 

Psalm 34: I will bless the Lord at all times: 

His praise shall continually be in my mouth. 

Psalm 96: Sing unto the Lord, bless His 

name; shew forth His salvation from day to 

day. 

Psalm 100: Enter into His gates with thanks-

giving, and into His courts with praise: be 

thankful unto Him, and bless His name. 

Psalm 103: Bless the Lord, O my soul: and 

all that is within me, bless His holy name. 

Psalm 103: Bless the Lord, all His works in 

all places of His dominion: bless the Lord, O 

my soul. 

Psalm 104: Bless the Lord, O my soul. O 

Lord my God, Thou art very great; Thou art 

clothed with honour and majesty. 

Psalm 113: Blessed be the name of the Lord 

from this time forth and for evermore. 

Psalm 145: All Thy works shall praise Thee, 

O Lord; and Thy saints shall bless Thee. 

In the New Testament, we find the tradition of 

blessing the Lord in the writings of Saint Paul:  

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord 

Jesus Christ, who hath blessed us with all spiri-

tual blessings in heavenly places in Christ (Eph 

1:3).   

His example gives us the rationale for our blessing 

God ð we bless Him because He has first blessed 

us. The Blessed Virgin Mary blesses God in the 

words of her Magnificat: ñMy soul doth magnify the 

Lord!ò (Luke 1:46). And St. Zacharias exclaims: 

ñBlessed be the Lord God of Israel; for He hath vis-

ited and redeemed His people, and hath raised up an 

horn of salvation for us in the house of His servant 

Davidò (Luke 1:68, 69). 

When you pray ð if you do nothing else ð bless 

God with all your might, ñFor the LORD is great, and 

greatly to be praised!ò (Psalm 96:4). 

Happy anniversary, Fr. McCarthy!  

On a complementary note, let us all bless our God 

for our pastor, Fr. McCarthy, who celebrates 16 years 

in the Sacred Priesthood this weekend. His ordina-

tion anniversary was this past Friday, June 2, and  

Pentecost Sunday was the occasion of His first cele-

bration of the Sacred Mysterium Fidei.

Worldôs oldest religious sister dies in Italy 

The oldest religious sister in the world, Sr. Can-

dida Bellotti, died May 27 at the age of 110 in 

Lucca, Italy. Born in 1907, she had received a call 

from Pope Francis for her 110th birthday Feb. 20, 

and had met the pope in 2014 ð the 10th pope to 

be elected in her lifetime. A member of the Con-

gregation founded by St. Camille de Lellis (1550-

1614), Sr. Candida devoted her life to serving the 

young and the sick.
