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I   would like to share a note I received from a pa-

rishioner about a week ago:  

Iôd like you é to know something about a 

bad habit that I thought I had conquered: talk-

ing in church. In the old days I would carry on 

and on, even during Mass. A few years ago, 

while attending Mass at our old parish, I 

started getting a nudge to wear a chapel veil in 

church. No one else was wearing a chapel veil, 

so I waited a year before I got the courage to 

do it. Then something changed: I became 

aware of the rude and disrespectful behavior I 

had toward Our Lord in the Tabernacle. I 

stopped talking in church.  

After coming to Holy Rosary, I discovered 

that itôs easy to be quiet in church because talk-

ing in church is not encouraged or expected. 

But not too long ago I found myself talking in 

church again. 

Recently, I was reading about Fatima and saw 

that Jacinta said, ñOur Lady doesnôt want peo-

ple to talk in the church.ò This hit me like a 

rock upside my head. I know better, and now I 

am resolved to do as Our Lady wishes.  

In this centennial anniversary year of the appari-

tions at Fatima, dedicated to the rosary, the note 

above serves as a great reminder to all of us in Our 

Ladyôs parish to behave appropriately in her Sonôs 

house.

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L ong before the ex cathedra*  pronouncement of 

the Dogma of the Assumption of the Blessed 

Virgin Mary into Heaven, there was a liturgy cele-

brating Her glorious Assumption. This celebration is 

as old as the Apostles. 

The ancient tradition tells us that when Mary, Ma-

ter Misericordiae, fell asleep, the Apostles were 

gathered together ð except, as seems natural for 

him, St. ñDoubtingò Thomas. For three days they 

sang Her praises with choirs of angels. When St. 

Thomas finally arrived at the end of those three days, 

they opened the tomb for him to venerate the Mother 

of God; however, they found only her empty burial 

shroud and the most beautiful and fragrant flowers. 

Since they had held vigil over her tomb continuously, 

the only conclusion was that her body had been mi-

raculously taken up into the heavens by her Son. 

There were and never will be any relics of Our Lady. 

From this event sprang the fervent practice of 

Christians to pray to the Blessed Virgin for comfort 

and mediation in any and all of lifeôs trials. 

The ñCollectò (Opening Prayer) of the ancient Eu-

charistic liturgy created to honor her reads: 

Forgive, O Lord, we beseech Thee, the offences 

of thy servants: that we, who of ourselves can do 

nothing that is acceptable unto Thee; may be 

saved by the intercession of the Mother of Thy 

Son our Lord é  

The ñSecret Prayerò (Offertory Prayer) reads: 

O Lord, let the prayer of the Mother of God 

avail for the succor of Thy people: that, although 

we acknowledge her by reason of the condition 

of the flesh to have departed hence, we may per-

ceive that she intercedeth before Thee on our 

behalf in heavenly glory é 

The ñPostcommunion Prayerò (Closing Prayer) reads: 

O Lord, our God, who hast made us partakers 

of Thy heavenly table, we implore Thy mercy: 

that we who celebrate the Assumption of the 

Mother of God, may by her intercession, be de-

livered from all evils that beset us é 

So, betwixt these three prayers we see that the an-

cient Christians asked Mary to: 

1) Save them from their offenses; 

2) Help them perceive her intercessions; 

3) Deliver them from all evils. 

All are amazing graces that we can ask of Our Lady 

and which exemplify the saving power of Her Son. 

Since Mary, our Spiritual Mother, is able to answer 

these needs for us, her Son is yet more worthy of 

praise, as it is by His divine decree that she is the 

Mother of Mercy. The more we ñcall Her blessed,ò 

the more her soul ñmagnifies the Lordò (Lk 1:46-55).
