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C ontinuing with my series on prayer (one more 

instalment after this to sum things up), I turn to 

the last thing that should be on each of our minds 

continually ð Our Lordôs return in glory. 

Prior to Jesusô first advent:  

¶ Senses were filled with darkness é ñFor behold, 

darkness shall cover the earth, and thick darkness the 

peoplesò (Is 60:2);  

¶ Hearts were filled with evil  é ñThe heart is de-

ceitful above all things, and desperately corrupt; who 

can understand it?ò (Jer 17:9); and  

¶ Minds were filled with ignorance and idolatry 

é ñwe ought not to think that the Deity is like gold, 

or silver, or stone, a representation by the art and 

imagination of manò (Acts 17:29). 

But since His appearing we learn that: 

¶ ñThe Lord will arise upon you, and His glory 

will be seen upon you. And nations shall come to 

Your light, and kings to the brightness of Your ris-

ingò (Is 60:2-3). 

¶ ñI the Lord search the mind and try the heart, 

to give every man according to his ways, according 

to the fruit of his doingsò (Jer 17:10). 

¶ ñThe times of ignorance God overlooked, but 

now He commands all men everywhere to repent, 

because He has fixed a day on which He will judge 

the world in righteousnessò (Acts 17:30-1). 

In a nutshell:  

¶ The Lord has made Himself known to our senses. 

¶ He has convicted our hearts of sin. 

¶ He calls us to repent of our idolatry. 

None can escape the coming Divine Judgment; 

therefore, ñBehold, now is the acceptable time; be-

hold, now is the day of salvationò (2 Cor 6:2). 

How then ought we to live? 

Donôt run away from the truths that have been re-

vealed to us by God through His ñone, holy, catholic 

and apostolic Church.ò Instead run toward His truths. 

St. John in the Apocalypse tells us: ñI [Jesus] am the 

bright morning star é The Spirit and the Bride say, 

óCome.ô And let him who hears say, óCome.ô And let 

him who is thirsty come, let him who desires take the 

water of life without price é He who testifies to 

these things says, óSurely I am coming soon.ô Amen. 

Come, Lord Jesus!ò (Apoc 22:16-20). When in peril, 

run towards the light not away from it. 

As faithful Catholics, we should keep these words 

of Thomas § Kempis in mind: ñHappy is the man 

who keeps the hour of death always in mind, and 

daily prepares for it.ò And so, I offer you the follow-

ing prayer composed by Blessed John Henry New-

man: 

Prayer for a Happy Death  

O  my Lord and Saviour, support me in my 

last hour in the strong arms of Thy Sacra-

ments and by the fresh fragrance of Thy conso-

lations. Let the absolving words be said over 

me, and the holy oil sign and seal me; and let 

Thine own Body be my food, and Thy Blood 

my sprinkling; and let my sweet Mother, Mary, 

breathe on me, and my Angel whisper peace to 

me, and my glorious saints and my own dear 

patrons smile upon me, that, in them all and 

through them all, I may receive the gift of per-

severance, and die as I desire to live, in Thy 

faith, in Thy Church, in Thy service, and in 

Thy love. Amen.
