he liturgies and sacraments of the Church are
facilitated by the work of the Holy Spirit. While
we consider Christ, the head of the Church, as oper-
ating in and through these ministries of the Church, it
is the Holy Spirit:
1 that disposes the Church to be open to the graces
offered to her by Christ,

fthat gives us the gifts to cooperate with those
graces, and

91 who acts as the mediator in the Incarnation of the
Son which continues to be manifested to the Church
through the sacraments.

The Spirit and the Church cooperate to manifest
Christ and his work of salvation in the liturgy.
Primarily in the Eucharist, and by analogy in the
other sacraments, the liturgy is the memorial of
the mystery of salvation. The Holy Spirit is the

It is important to remember that the Holy Spirit, as
the author of the Sacred Scriptures, provides to the
Church the Word of God as a remembrance of the
History of Salvation which we enter into during
every liturgical and sacramental action.

The Holy Spirit gives a spiritual understanding
of the Word of God to those who read or hear it,
according to the dispositions of their hearts. By
means of the words, actions, and symbols that
form the structure of a celebration, the Spirit puts
both the faithful and the ministers into a living
relationship with Christ, the Word and Image of
the Father, so that they can live out the meaning
of what they hear, contemplate, and do in the
celebration (CCcC, No. 1101).
