Appunti del Parroco: a Message from the Pastor 

W e as a parish just recently celebrated the Sac-

raments of Initiation: Baptism, Confirmation, 

Holy Eucharist. Of these three, the first and the en-

tryway to the other sacraments is Baptism.  

Holy Baptism is the basis of the whole Chris-

tian life, the gateway to life in the Spirit (vitæ 

spiritualis ianua), and the door which gives 

access to the other sacraments. Through Bap-

tism we are freed from sin and reborn as sons 

of God; we become members of Christ, are in-

corporated into the Church and made sharers in 

her mission: ñBaptism is the sacrament of re-

generation through water in the 

wordò (Catechism of the Catholic Church, No. 1213). 

The word baptism comes from the Greek word 

meaning to ñplungeò or ñimmerse.ò It is a reference 

to the baptismal waters. The baptismal waters ac-

complish two major things. The first and the widely 

understood is the washing away of original and ac-

tual sins. However, the greater and more important 

aspect of Baptism is that it incorporates us into the 

mystical body of Christ the Church and makes us 

thereby adopted children of God.   

The Church has long looked back into the Old Tes-

tament and seen the many types and foreshadowing 

of the Baptism of the Lord. Some of the more re-

markable are:  

¶ The passing of the Israelites through the Red Sea 

and the River Jordan;  

¶ Noah and the Ark surviving the cleansing of the 

earth from sin;  

¶ The Spirit of the Lord breathing on the waters at 

the dawn of creation;  

¶ The washing of the animal sacrifices of old be-

fore they were offered to God.  

All of these point to the Baptism given to us by our 

Blessed Lord when He stepped into the waters and 

allowed John to baptize Him.   

Our Lord voluntarily submitted himself to the 

baptism of St. John, intended for sinners, in 

order to ñfulfill all righteousness.ò Jesusô ges-

ture is a manifestation of his self-emptying. 

The Spirit who had hovered over the waters of 

the first creation descended then on the Christ 

as a prelude of the new creation, and the Father 

revealed Jesus as his ñbeloved Sonò (CCC, No. 

1224). 

Of course the ultimate source of baptismal grace 

and the place from which are sins are truly washed is 

the heart and side of Christ on the Cross, where both 

blood and water gushed forth for the remission of our 

sins and the outpouring of divine grace with the 

opening of the gates of heaven.   

Next week we will discuss the ceremony of bap-

tism, who can be baptized and the necessity of bap-

tism.

A duty to die

T hose who peddle death as the answer to every social 

problem will bend over backwards to look reasonable 

and compassionate.  

Take, for example, the issue of assisted suicide. The so-

called "right" to take one's own life is heralded as a com-

passionate answer to 

a disability, a termi-

nal illness, a degener-

ating health condition, depression, or simply a desire to not 

want to go on any longer. We who oppose suicide for those 

most in need of real compassion are accused of trying to 

limit the rights of others. And so, showing love and true 

concern for the neighbor in need is now labeled as extrem-

ism. But who are the true extremists?  

A handful of U.S. states and our Canadian neighbors 

have now codified assisted suicide as a legal "right." Who 

has benefitted from this new found "right?" Rather than 

increasing options for those facing illness or disability, the 

lower cost of assisted suicide seems to be influencing the 

amount of medical care given to those in need, especially 

those most dependent on government assistance.  

With increasing frequency, we hear stories of patients 

being refused treatment or help with daily living, while be-

ing offered assisted suicide instead. Just last month, a ter-

minally ill Canadian man sued his hospital and several 

governmental agencies claiming that he was denied proper 

medical care, but instead offered assisted suicide. There are 

similar examples in the U.S. in states that have legalized 

assisted suicide. Patients are being told their insurance 

won't cover life-sustaining treatments, but the insurance 

companies are happy to mention that assisted suicide is 

indeed fully covered. And if death is a cheaper option than 

good pain control, there will be much less incentive to pro-

vide or improve palliative or hospice care, to keep people

comfortable and cared for as they near the end of 

their lives. 

Those most likely to be pressured to end their lives 

are the people who are poor, marginalized, and mem-

bers of minority communities ð those with less ac-

cess to quality health care or with no one to advocate 

for them.   

And so, the "right" to die can quickly become an 

expectation to die or even a "duty" to die. Once 

deemed a burden on society or a waste of limited 

medical resources, those most in need will be of-

fered the fewest options, with death sadly portrayed 

as the best bargain of all.  

Time is running short before further efforts to legal-

ize and promote assisted suicide inevitably ramp up 

nationwide. Volunteer with your diocesan respect life 

office or your parishôs outreach to those who are 

homebound. Assist your state Catholic conference in 

fending off attempts to legalize assisted suicide. 

Demonstrate through your words and actions toward 

those around you how much you treasure them. And 

pray hard that our world will value and uphold the 

dignity of every human life.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,  

Here in the United States there is a great need for evangelization and sharing the message of Christ 

and the beauty of the Church. The Church at home needs to be strengthened and fortified. Soon, as an 

Archdiocese, we will take up the Catholic Home Missions Appeal (CHMA), which supports the 

neediest dioceses in the United States. [At Holy Rosary, it will be conducted April 21-22.] This ap-

peal makes the most basic faith programs possible and shares the gospel message with our brothers 

and sisters in dioceses where Church communities are scattered and struggling. 

The Diocese of Puebloôs ñwild westò terrain, very mountainous and lonely, has shaped the attitude 

of pastors and parishioners alike ð they tend to be highly independent. This has served them well, 

since only 44 priests and 45 deacons are available to serve the needs of over 64,000 Catholics. The 

diocese is primarily rural, covering the entire southern half of the state of Colorado, and the priest 

shortage is felt very strongly there. But with your support of CHMA, the Diocese of Pueblo offers lay 

ministry training programs. This training will provide ministers to serve the most isolated parishes 

and offer spiritual support for Catholics in the diocese. 

Your support of this appeal makes a difference in the faith lives of our brothers and sisters right 

here in the United States. Please prayerfully consider how you can support the appeal this year. 

Thank you for strengthening the Church at home.
