I  n one week we will begin Advent, those days of 

prayer and fasting which precede Christmas. It is 

important as Christians that we honor those days ap-

propriately by readying ourselves for the anniversary 

of the coming of Christ as He would have us prepare. 

He reminds us often in the Gospel that whenever we 

seek something from God we should do so in prayer 

and fasting, and He Himself models this for us.  

Our modern society is often focused on instant 

gratification and the things that are ñpracticalò or 

pleasurable. The hard work of setting aside time for 

prayer and sacrificing pleasurable things is seen as 

unnecessary or even foolish. Christ has often become 

an excuse to celebrate good food and gifts rather than 

the reason for the celebration. The whole month of 

December has become Christmastime, when for us as 

Christians it should really be a time of prayer and 

fasting, preparation and penance. Christmas begins 

on Christmas Eve, Dec. 24.  

Almost all of us in society have allowed the good 

things we celebrate at Christmas to creep in and draw 

attention away from the person, Jesus, who we are 

meant to celebrate. We honor Christ by honoring His 

birth on the day of His birth and throughout the sea-

son dedicated to it. The further away we get from 

that day, the less we honor Christ and the more we 

honor ourselves.  

Letôs make sure this Christmas is not about gifts, 

good food or even friends or family, but that this 

Christmas is about Christ. Let us all try to take steps 

(even if they are just small ones) to try to reclaim the 

days of Advent as Advent, and to reclaim all the days 

of Christmas as Christmas.  

Remember, there are ñtwelve days of Christmas.ò 

We do not need to get everything done and cele-

brated before the 25th of December; rather, Christ-

mas Day should mark the beginning of weeks-long 

celebrations of Godôs revelation to us in His Son, 

Jesus Christ.

O n this Sunday which closes the liturgical year, 

the Church celebrates the Solemnity of Our 

Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe. In the Gos-

pel we listened to Pontius Pilateôs question to Jesus: 

ñAre you the King of the Jews?ò (Jn 18:33). Jesus re-

plies by asking in turn: ñDo you say this of your own 

accord, or did others say it to you about me?ò (Jn 

18:34). And Pilate answers: ñAm I a Jew? Your own 

nation and the chief priests have handed you over to 

me; what have you done?ò (Jn 18:35). 

At this point in the dialogue, Christ states: ñMy 

kingship is not of this world; if my kingship were of 

this world, my servants would fight, that I might not 

be handed over to the Jews; but my kingship is not 

from the worldò (Jn 18:36). 

Everything is clear and transparent now. Faced with 

the priestsô accusation, Jesus reveals that his is an-

other kind of kingship, a divine and spiritual king-

ship. Pilate asks for confirmation: ñSo you are a 

king?ò (Jn 18:37). At this point, excluding every erro-

neous interpretation of his royal dignity, Jesus indi-

cates his true kingship: ñI am a king. For this I was 

born, and for this I have come into the world, to bear 

witness to the truth. Everyone who is of the truth 

hears my voiceò (Jn 18:37). 

He is not a king as the representatives of the Sanhed-

rin understood it: he does not, in fact, aspire to any 

political power in Israel. On the contrary, his kingdom 

goes well beyond the borders of Palestine. Everyone 

who is of the truth hears his voice (cf. Jn 18:37) and rec-

ognizes him as king. This is the universal scope of 

Christôs kingdom and its spiritual dimension. 
ñBear witness to the truthò (Jn 18:37). The reading 

from the Book of Revelation says that Jesus Christ is 

ñthe faithful witnessò (1:5). He is the faithful witness 

because he reveals the mystery of God and an-

nounces his kingdom, which is now present. He is 

the first Servant of this kingdom. By becoming 

ñobedient unto death, even death on the crossò (Phil 

2:8), he will witness to the Fatherôs power over crea-

tion and over the world. And the place for exercising 

his kingship is the Cross he embraces on Golgotha. 

His was a shameful death, but it represents a confir-

mation of the Gospel proclamation of the kingdom of 

God. In the eyes of his enemies, that death should 

have been proof that all he had said and done was 

false: ñHe is the King of Israel; let him come down 

now from the cross, and we will believe in himò (Mt 

27:42). He did not come down from the cross but, like 

the Good Shepherd, he gave his life for his sheep (cf. 

Jn 10:11). The confirmation of his royal power, how-

ever, came a little later when on the third day he rose 

from the dead, revealing himself as ñthe first-born of 

the deadò (Rv 1:5). 

He, the obedient Servant, is King because he has 

ñthe keys of death and Hadesò (Rv 1:18). And, be-

cause he is the conqueror of death, hell and Satan, he 

is ñthe ruler of kings on earthò (Rv 1:5). In fact, every-

thing on earth is subject to death. Instead, he who has 

power over death opens the prospect of immortal life 

to all humanity. He is the Alpha and the Omega, the 

beginning and the fulfillment of all creation (cf. Rv 

1:8), so that every generation can repeat: Blessed is 

his kingdom that is coming (cf. Mk 11:10). é 

Dear brothers and sisters, todayôs liturgy reminds 

us that the truth about Christ the King is the fulfill-

ment of the prophecies of the Old Testament. The 

prophet Daniel announces the coming of the Son of 

man, who has been given ñdominion and glory and 

kingdom.ò He comes served by ñpeoples, nations and 

languagesò and his ñdominion is an everlasting do-

minion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom 

one that shall not be destroyedò (cf. Dn 7:14). We 

know well that all this was perfectly fulfilled in 

Christ, in his Passover of Death and Resurrection. 

The Solemnity of Christ, King of the Universe, in-

vites us to repeat with faith the prayer of the Our Fa-

ther, which Jesus himself taught us: ñThy kingdom 

come.ò 

Thy kingdom come, O Lord! ð ñA kingdom of 

truth and life, a kingdom of holiness and grace, a 

kingdom of justice, love and peaceò (Preface). 

Amen!
