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A s the weather warms, it is important to remind 

ourselves about proper dress for Mass. Too of-

ten our modern society trivializes the ñlittle thingsò 

as not being important. This is contrary to the 

Christôs message in the Gospel where He tells us that 

those who can be trusted in little things can be 

trusted in large things, and those who cannot be 

trusted in little things cannot be trusted in large 

things (Luke 16:10).  

The way in which we dress and, in particular, the 

way in which we dress for Mass is one of those 

things that people often take as ñlittle.ò However, in 

reality our dress is far from a little matter. It is a way 

of showing respect ð or lack of respect ð for the 

people around us and for ourselves.  

On Sundays, wearing proper attire to Mass is a sign 

of respect for God, the Church and all the members 

of the Church. Dressing more formally and always 

with attention to modesty* is an essential way in 

which we remind ourselves, and others, of the impor-

tance of Sunday Mass. It is a small but significant 

way in which we witness to the world the importance 

and dignity of the Person we are going to see, Christ.  

Here are my suggested minimum general guidelines:  

¶ Men should wear long pants without rips, tears or 

holes, and a collared shirt or its equivalent.  

¶ Women should wear the female equivalent of the 

above, always erring on the conservative 

side. Obviously, it can be either a dress or skirt/pants 

with an appropriate top.  

¶ Neither men nor women (including boys and 

girls over the age of 7) should wear shorts. 
Thank you in advance for your respect and consid-

eration and for saving me and other priests from the 

awkward experience of having to correct someone 

dressed inappropriately.  

Appunti del Parroco: a Message from the Pastor 

The importance of proper attire at Mass  

* On modesty the Catechism of the Catholic Church says:  

ñPurity requires modesty, an integral part of temperance. Modesty protects the intimate center of the person. It means 

refusing to unveil what should remain hidden. It is ordered to chastity to whose sensitivity it bears witness. It guides how 

one looks at others and behaves toward them in conformity with the dignity of persons and their solidarity. Modesty pro-

tects the mystery of persons and their love. It encourages patience and moderation in loving relationships; é Modesty is 

decency. It inspires oneôs choice of clothing. It keeps silence or reserve where there is evident risk of unhealthy curios-

ity. It is discreet. There is a modesty of the feelings as well as of the body. It protests, for example, against the voyeuris-

tic explorations of the human body in certain advertisements, or against the solicitations of certain media that go too far 

in the exhibition of intimate things. Modesty inspires a way of life which makes it possible to resist the allurements of 

fashion and the pressures of prevailing ideologiesò (CCC 2521-2523). 

Practically, in the United States that means the four Bôs (Backs, Bottoms, Bellies and Breasts) should always be 

covered.
