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T he mystery of the Ascension is wrapped up in 

the very nature of our loving Trinitarian 

God. The mystery of the most holy Trinity is one of a 

divine life of love. This divine life of love gets 

shared with us lowly creatures in creation and then 

further extended to us in the mercy offered us in the 

only begotten Son. God extends His love into the 

World in and through the Son, and those who partici-

pate in that love, starting with the Son Himself, are 

called to return to the Father.  

ñSo then the Lord Jesus, after He had spoken 

to them, was taken up into heaven, and sat 

down at the right hand of Godò (Mk 16:19). 

Christôs body was glorified at the moment of 

His Resurrection, as proved by the new and 

supernatural properties it subsequently and per-

manently enjoys. But during the forty days 

when He eats and drinks familiarly with His 

disciples and teaches them about the kingdom, 

His glory remains veiled under the appearance 

of ordinary humanity. Jesusô final apparition 

ends with the irreversible entry of His human-

ity into divine glory, symbolized by the cloud 

and by heaven, where He is seated from that 

time forward at Godôs right hand. (Catechism of 

the Catholic Church, No. 659). 

ñé (I)n His mysterious words to Mary Magdalene: 

óI have not yet ascended to the Father; but go to my 

brethren and say to them, I am ascending to my Fa-

ther and your Father, to my God and your Godô (Jn 

20:17)ò our blessed Lord indicates that His Ascension 

plays an essential role incorporating us into the di-

vine life. ñLeft to its own natural powers humanity 

does not have access to the óFather's house,ô to God's 

life and happiness. Only Christ can open to man such 

access that we, His members, might have confidence 

that we too shall go where He, our Head and our 

Source, has preceded usò  (CCC, Nos. 660-661). 

ñAnd I, when I am lifted up from the earth, will 

draw all men to myselfò (Jn 12:32). This prediction of 

Christ, this prophecy pointed not only to the crucifix-

ion but also to the Ascension. It is through His Cross 

that all men are saved, and it is in His return to 

heaven that He is positioned to send the Holy Spirit 

that will allow the Church to incorporate us into the 

Mystical Body of Christ in her sacramental life.  

There Christ permanently exercises His 

priesthood, for He ñalways lives to make inter-

cessionò for ñthose who draw near to God 

through Him.ò As ñhigh priest of the good 

things to comeò He is the center and the princi-

pal actor of the liturgy that honors the Father in 

heaven (CCC, No. 662). 

Henceforth Christ is seated at the right hand 

of the Father: ñBy óthe Fatherôs right handô we 

understand the glory and honor of divinity, 

where He who exists as Son of God before all 

ages, indeed as God, of one being with the Fa-

ther, is seated bodily after He became incarnate 

and His flesh was glorifiedò (CCC, No. 663). 

Jesus Christ, the head of the Church, precedes 

us into the Fatherôs glorious kingdom so that 

we, the members of His Body, may live in the 

hope of one day being with Him for ever. 

Jesus Christ, having entered the sanctuary of 

heaven once and for all, intercedes constantly 

for us as the mediator who assures us of the 

permanent outpouring of the Holy Spirit (CCC, 

Nos. 666-667).
