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R erum novarum (ñOn the Condition of Workersò 

or ñOn Capital and Laborò) by Pope Leo XIII 

provides the foundations of Catholic teaching on La-

bor. Promulgated May 15, 1891, the Holy Father out-

lined the theological and natural law basis for Catho-

lic Church teaching both on the dignity of the human 

person, specifically the laborer, and on the impor-

tance of private property as an exercise of manôs ap-

propriate dominion over the earth.  

After the 1886 Haymarket Affair in Chicago and the 

international outcry at the riot, bombing, violence and 

executions surrounding it, organized labor and social-

ist politicians worldwide pushed to establish May 1st 

as International Workersô Day. (In 1955, to correct 

socialist efforts at directing labor toward the goals of 

secular humanism instead of the glory and honor of 

God, Pope Pius XII established the Feast of St. Jo-

seph the Worker on May 1st.) The United States, in an 

attempt to depoliticize yet still honor the role of 

workers, established Labor Day on the first Monday 

of September. (Labour Day in Canada is a similar 

holiday also on the first Monday of September.) 

To address the rightful concerns of laborers and 

labor unions, Leo XIII wisely chose the month of 

May to bring to the light of Church teaching the con-

cerns of injustice being protested by laborers, par-

ticularly throughout the western world: 

That the spirit of revolutionary change, which has 

long been disturbing the nations of the world, should 

have passed beyond the sphere of politics and made 

its influence felt in the cognate sphere of practical 

economics is not surprising. The elements of the 

conflict now raging are unmistakable, in the vast 

expansion of industrial pursuits and the marvelous 

discoveries of science; in the changed relations be-

tween masters and workmen; in the enormous for-

tunes of some few individuals, and the utter poverty 

of the masses; the increased self reliance and closer 

mutual combination of the working classes; as also, 

finally, in the prevailing moral degeneracy. The mo-

mentous gravity of the state of things now obtaining 

fills every mind with painful apprehension; wise 

men are discussing it; practical men are proposing 

schemes; popular meetings, legislatures, and rulers 

of nations are all busied with it ï actually there is no 

question which has taken deeper hold on the public 

mind (Introduction to Rerum novarum). 

Leo then listed some of the deplorable conditions 

laborers were facing and denounced the injustice and 

imbalance in power between laborers and those who 

control capital. Yet, he reminded us that to under-

mine the good of personal property and the free dis-

position of said property is to undermine the very 

good that most laborers seek, namely, the right to 

work and receive benefit from such work as to better 

the conditions of themselves and their families. He 

attempted to remind society that the dichotomy be-

tween labor and capital is false and unnecessary be-

cause the investments of both are necessary for either 

to benefit. He proposed a model of cooperation based 

not on a presumption of scarcity and zero-sum men-

tality, but on trust in Godôs beneficence and the abil-

ity of man in charity to mutually aid, assist and en-

rich one another.  

The great mistake made in regard to the matter 

now under consideration is to take up with the 

notion that class is naturally hostile to class, and 

that the wealthy and the working men are in-

tended by nature to live in mutual conflict. So 

irrational and so false is this view that the direct 

contrary is the truth. Just as the symmetry of the 

human frame is the result of the suitable arrange-

ment of the different parts of the body, so in a 

State is it ordained by nature that these two 

classes should dwell in harmony and agreement, 

so as to maintain the balance of the body politic. 

Each needs the other: capital cannot do without 

labor, nor labor without capital. Mutual agree-

ment results in the beauty of good order, while 

perpetual conflict necessarily produces confusion 

and savage barbarity. Now, in preventing such 

strife as this, and in uprooting it, the efficacy of 

Christian institutions is marvelous and manifold. 

First of all, there is no intermediary more power-

ful than religion (whereof the Church is the inter-

preter and guardian) in drawing the rich and the 

working class together, by reminding each of its 

duties to the other, and especially of the obliga-

tions of justice. (Rerum Novarum, No.19). 

Because human nature does not really change ex-

cept by the work of Godôs grace, todayôs society 

faces many of the same tensions as in the past. It 

would be fruitful for us to study the wisdom 

of Rerum novarum and the Churchôs other social 

teachings if we do not desire to see the same state of 

affairs 100-plus years from now.
