Should we receive Communion by 
hand, tongue, standing, kneeling? 

Joseph Cardinal Ratzinger, who is now 

Pope Benedict XVI, wrote the following in 

2001 in his book, God Is Near Us: The 

Eucharist, the Heart of Life:  

“We know that until the ninth century 

Communion was received in the hand, 

standing. That does not of course mean that 

it should always be so. For what is fine, 

sublime, about the Church is that she is 

growing, maturing, understanding the mys-

tery more profoundly. In that sense the new 

development (Communion on the tongue, 

kneeling) that began after the ninth century 

is quite justified, as an expression of rever-

ence, and is well-founded. But, on the other 

hand, we have to say that the Church could 

not possibly have been celebrating the 

Eucharist unworthily for 900 years.” 
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 At the Conclave that elected him Pope, Joseph Cardinal Ratzinger openly de-
nounced the "Dictatorship of Relativism" that “is confronting the world”.  

He affirmed that “Catholics cannot remain immature in the faith, as they run the 
risk of being tossed away here and there by any doctrinal wind”.  

He warned against a ‘faith’ that follows the waves in fashion and the latest novelty’ 
and highlighted the need for “a FAITH that gives us the measure to discern between 
what is true and what is false, between deceit and truth”.
