THE DIACONATE:  
Deacons in the workplace 

Many deacons work in the private and pub-
lic sectors of our economy. All are responsi-

ble for supporting themselves and 
their families; they are not compen-
sated for their ministry. Being in the 
workplace gives them opportunities 

to minister to people away from parish set-
tings. As ordained ministers, deacons bring 
the Church and the presence of Christ to peo-
ple where they are. Sometimes deacons do so 
much for coworkers’ spiritual lives that they 
become unofficial “chaplains” in the work-
place. They meet those alienated from the 
Church and show them that living a life of 
faith is possible and worthwhile. One theolo-
gian notes that the way the deacon moves be-
tween the Church and the world allows him to 
be a sign of seamlessness, a witness to God’s 
presence across the artificial boundaries this 
world sets up. Deacons live out the social di-
mension of the Gospel and advocate for jus-
tice through all dimensions of their lives.

He warned against a ‘faith’ that follows the waves in fashion and the latest novelty’ 
and highlighted the need for “a FAITH that gives us the measure to discern between 
what is true and what is false, between deceit and truth”. 
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
