Let me also invite you to another special Mass. 
Saint Maximilian Kolbe, a Conventual Fran-
ciscan Friar, gave his own life in a Nazi con-
centration camp so that a fellow prisoner (a 
Jewish man with a family) could live. His feast 
day is August 14, the day before a feast of 
Maximilian Kolbe’s beloved Immaculata, 
Mary. 
 
If you ever have the chance, visit the Conven-
tual Franciscan Friary, retreat house and per-
petual adoration chapel at Marytown north of 
Chicago. It is a wonderful place. There is a 
Shrine of Saint Maximil-
ian Kolbe there; it’s worth 
seeing. The Adoration 
Chapel is wonderful! Fa-
ther Magiera and I went 
there together last sum-
mer for a brief private 
retreat. 
 
Saint Maximilian was 
way ahead of his own time. Before he was im-
prisoned, he used the media of his day to evan-
gelize. For this reason, he is the patron saint of 
our Indianapolis Catholic Radio Station, 89.1 
FM. 
 
We are assembling a group of people we call 
“Max-1000.” These are 1,000 people who 
pledge to make a gift of just $25 a month to 
keep Indianapolis Catholic Radio on the air.
